Even as Pacifica faces a severe financial crisis, one that it is expected to be with in for years, it is time to confront the fact that the volunteerist model on which the organization was founded is obsolete in an era of high living costs. This is not to say there is no place for volunteers, that can still be a good entry into the system and may be the preference of some. 

That some reporters and PA producers can make a living at KPFA while others are facing homelessness is unconscionable in an institution that claims social justice as part of its mission. 

Additionally, we know that if Guns & Butter were to become a weekly show, we would be expected to raise funds for KPFA and possibly Pacifica as a whole.  We have already demonstrated a fundraising capability on a par with Democracy Now! and Flashpoints. As much as it pleases us to know that we can help the organization in this way, we think it is patently unfair to be expected to raise such funds while our own most basic financial needs are going unmet.
