


Contract for Audio Documentary Production

This is a contract between the Korea Truth Commission, its successors, assigns, agents, representatives or designees, (KTC) and Ana Kellia Ramares, a.k.a. Kellia Ramares, and her successors, assigns, agents, representatives or designees (Ramares) for the production of an audio documentary. KTC is a sponsor of the International War Crimes Tribunal (Tribunal) on U.S. troop massacres of civilians during the Korean War and related events, to be held in New York City and Washington, D.C. June 22-25, 2001 (Tribunal). Ramares is an independent radiojournalist. 

Scope of Work:  This contract is for the production of an audio documentary in English (The Work) of at least 28 mins in length about the Tribunal, and such related subjects as Ramares may deem relevant. The Scope of the Work shall include Ramares' attendance at the following events: a) Press conference at 11:00 a.m. on June 22, 2001  in New York City. b) International War Crimes Tribunal on June 23, 2001 in New York City c) post-Tribunal Korean Cultural Event on June 23, 2001 in New York City, and d) March and Protest on June 24-25, from New York City to Washington D.C.

Emergencies:  It shall not be considered breach of contract if Ramares fails to attend any or all of the events if she is prevented from doing so due to illness, injury, accident, catasphophe, flight cancellation or other transportation problem beyond her control. In such case, Ramares will make a good faith effort to perform The Work by other means, such as telephone interviews, and will consult with KTC before determining that The Work cannot be done.   

Copyrights:  Ramares retains all copyrights to The Work and any material obtained for or derived from The Work, subject to the prior rights of others in such material. KTC shall obtain whatever permissions are necessary for Ramares to record and use portions of the post-Tribunal cultural event in The Work, and shall pay whatever royalites are necessary to that end. Ramares grants to KTC a nonexclusive right to broadcast, disseminate on the Internet or otherwise distribute The Work, or excerpts of The Work, on audio cassette, Digital Audio Tape (DAT), CD, mini-disk, or print, for the purposes of news, publicity, fundraising or education. This right is subject to Ramares being credited as the author of The Work (or excerpt therefrom), and subject also to the compensation and royalties provisions below. 

Editorial control:  Ramares retains full and complete editorial control over The Work at all times. Further, KTC promises that if it chooses to excerpt The Work, it will consult Ramares so that she can insure that the editorial intent and integrity of The Work is maintained in the excerpt. Ramares promises to advise KTC in a timely manner, when requested, as to the proper creation of excerpts. 

Delivery of The Work: Ramares shall deliver The Work to KTC in the forms of 1 standard audio cassette, 1 minidisk and 1 MP3 sound file to the person and place designated by KTC. KTC may make such back-up copies for archival purposes as it wishes. Ramares will also deliver a written English transcript of The Work so that KTC may use it to translate The Work into Korean or any other language. Any such translation shall credit Ramares as the author of The Work. Ramares shall pay for the costs of recording media and postage for delivery of The Work. 

Time of Delivery: Ramares shall deliver The Work on or before August 1, 2001. Ramares shall deliver the transcript on or before September 1, 2001. 

Production Assistance:  In order to assure good sound quality and thorough coverage, KTC will arrange private interviews in a quiet room with Tribunal participants (prosecutors, witnesses and judges) as requested by Ramares. KTC will also provide copies of or other access to such written, pictorial or audio documentation or evidence as it possesses or has access to, in order to provide background information necessary to the production of The Work.  KTC, through its volunteers or at its own expense, will provide competent translators to assist interviews with non-English speakers. 

Compensation:  In consideration for The Work, the KTC will provide the following compensation: 

1) Coach airfare between Oakland, CA and a New York City area airport (Newark, LaGuardia or JFK) on a regularly scheduled air carrier for a flight on June 20 or 21, 2001. The flight must be scheduled to arrive in New York between 7:00 a.m. and 8 pm, New York time. Ramares will provide her own acommodation in NYC.

2) Transportation and acommodations for the NYC to DC March/Protest. The accommodations shall be either a single standard hotel room, or a double standard hotel room with an English-speaking female, or a family home stay with at least one family member who speaks English. 

3) Coach airfare between Washington, DC and Oakland CA, on a regularly scheduled air carrier for a flight on the afternoon of June 25th scheduled to arrive in Oakland no later than 10 p.m. Oakland time, OR 

4) Train fare from Washington DC to New York City AND Coach airfare between New York City and Oakland, CA on a regularly scheduled air carrier for a flight on June 26th that leaves New York no earlier than 8:00 a.m.  (Ramares will be staying with a family in New Jersey and does not wish to inconvenience them with meeting her or taking her to the airport at very early or late times.) KTC may choose the more economical of the two options. KTC may choose e-ticketing as long as a copy of the itinerary, reservation/confirmation numbers and flight numbers are forwarded to Ramares. 

5) An honorarium of $250, payable in advance to Ana Kellia Ramares by check or money order, in US funds.  

Royalties: KTC may sell copies of The Work. If this is done, KTC will pay Ramares $1 US per copy or 10% of the gross sale price per copy, which ever is greater. Payment shall be to Ana Kellia Ramares by check or money order in US funds. KTC will pay such royalties monthly, on the first of each month, beginning September 1, 2001. If no royalities are due, KTC will so notify Ramares via email on the first of each month beginning September 1, 2001. KTC will also notify Ramares if it does not wish to sell or ceases to sell The Work. Resumption of sale after such notification again incurs the obligation to pay royalties.

Post Production: Right of First Refusal: KTC will offer Ramares right of first refusal to produce excerpts, radio spots or public service announcements based on The Work. The rate for such work will be $20 (US) per hour. Such post-production work will be invoiced when delivered and payable within 30 days of receipt. 

Publicity: Ramares grants the use of her name and likeness to KTC, for the purpose of promoting the Tribunal or The Work, without further compensation. 

KTC may invite, and Ramares may accept, invitations to speak about The Work, for an honorarium and expenses to be negotiated when such invitation is extended. Ramares promises to disseminate this work on the Internet as soon as it is finished and intends to submit it to Chicago Public Radio's Third Coast International Audio Festival no later than August 1, 2001. 

Warranties:  Ramares warrants that she will produce The Work in a workmanlike manner, using the ordinary care and skill expected in the field of audio documentary production. Ramares further warrants that she will not knowingly produce content that is libelous, slanderous, obscene or an infringement on the copyrights of others. Whomever signs this contract on behalf of KTC warrants that he or she has the power and authority to bind KTC to its provisions.

Indemnification: KTC agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Ramares from damage as a result of her production of The Work, including but limited to: police brutality, or theft or destruction of her equipment, which might occur at any of the events. Ramares agrees to take reasonable steps for the safety of herself and her equipment, and to obey laws and police directives, consistent with the exercise of her First Amendment rights. Ramares' presence at the events outlined in this contract are as a journalistic observer and documentary producer, not as a participant. However, police do not always respect the presence of the press, especially the independent press. Therefore, KTC will provide bail and legal representation for Ramares if the police arrest her in connection with her coverage of and association with the Tribunal, its participants, or events related thereto.
